Conserve water in the kitchen (install faucet aerators; run
dishwasher only when thereis afull load; store water in
refrigerator instead of cooling water by running tap;
repair leaks; use garbage disposal less, compost is better)

OUTDOOR CONSERVATION TIPS

Conserve water outside (use hose nozzles that can be cut
off or adjusted; let grass grow taller and mow higher as
taller grassis more drought resistant; plant in the fall or
Spring when watering requirements are less; use pool
covers to reduce evaporation; use mulch around plantsto
conserve water; repair leaky hose connections)
