Notes:
(1): Pedestrian way may be increased up to a total of 24 feet to accommodate outdoor dining, commercial use, and/or heavy pedestrian use.
(2): Right of way width may increase to include a 24 foot pedestrian way depending on planned type of first-floor development.  
      Additional pedestrian way width is subject to maintenance agreement with the County.
(3): In order to provide an on-street bike trail, an additional 4 feet of asphalt and right of way may be required for each direction.
(4): One way roads may be used when they are planned and designed as part of a large roadway network.
(5): Bus stop/Bus pull-off area may be required as directed by the County.
(6): Required parking area is measured from face of curb  (i.e. includes 1' gutter pan).
(7): Pavement width is measured from face of curb to face of curb (i.e. includes 1' of gutter pan for each direction).
(8): Gutter pan is not normally intended to be part of the travel lane.  For dimensioning purposes, travel lane width includes 1' of gutter pan in each direction.
(9): Auxillary left turn lanes at intersections shall be 11 feet wide if no median is present and 12 feet wide (including 1' of gutter pan) if adjacent to a concrete/landscaped median.
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
