2. Budget/Administrative






Keith Fleury, COG

Board members were provided with an updated budget current through the end of December 2003.  Foundation grants monies have been received in the amount of $62,500, including$20,000 from the Enterprise Foundation and $37,500 from Fannie Mae Foundation.  An application has been submitted for consideration to the Cafritz Foundation and Keith recently met with representatives from the Prince Charitable Trust.  A proposal will be submitted to them in February requesting funding for the public relations campaign ($25,000 - $30,000).

A rental housing survey was recently completed for Prince George’s County.  The County has been billed for $12,000.  A second survey is to be completed for the District of Columbia.  COG is still waiting to receive a signed contract from the District.  A letter will be sent to Stanley Jackson requesting action.  The contract is worth $42,000.

All member dues have been received for the 2003 calendar year.  Membership renewal letters will be sent shortly for the 2004 calendar year.

3. Election of Chair and 2nd Vice-Chair





Board Members

At the November 2003 meeting, Kerry Donley stepped down as Chair of the Partnership.  A nominating committee has met and Board members will vote on the nominating committee recommendations for Chair and a 2nd Vice-Chair.  

Barbara Favola, Arlington County Board, has been nominated to replace Kerry Donley.  Ms. Favola currently serves as Chair of the Arlington County Board and has identified affordable housing as a key issue during her term.  She also has experience chairing COG’s Committee on Noise Abatement and Aviation at National and Dulles Airports (CONAANDA) .  A resolution supporting Ms. Favola’s nomination will be emailed to Board members.  

Several individuals were identified for consideration for the position of 2nd Vice-Chair.  COG will contact each person to gauge his or her interest in serving.
4. 2004 Work Plan

Discussion of the 2004 work plan included the necessity of formulating a new vision for the Partnership as guide for future work.  Board members expressed an interest in meeting again next month to work solely on the vision and new work plan.  Keith Fleury will work with Board members to schedule a date and time.

5. Public Relations Campaign






Working Group

The working group studying the feasibility of a public relations campaign continues to meet.  Members met with a representative from the State of Maryland to discuss their help in conducting focus groups to determine current public perceptions of affordable housing in our region.  

As part of their course work, students from American University were asked to develop a speech about workforce housing that could be used by speakers at any level of government or by non-government housing advocates.  The speeches will be forwarded to the working group for their review and consideration.

6. Discussion on Regulator Barriers to Affordable Housing
