ACTIONS:

· Mr. Li gave an overview presentation on DDOT's Capital Transportation Operations Platform (CapTOP) system now operating and undergoing continuing development and improvement, demonstrating numerous current and future features of the system. Mr. Li noted that it was proposed to establish a data link between CapTOP and the Regional Integrated Transportation Information System (RITIS).

· The Committee discussed the benefits of establishing a data sharing connection between CapTOP and RITIS, including being able to have information from other systems such as MDOT's and VDOT's available to DDOT's CapTOP system, as well as being a way for DDOT to provide its transportation information to other DC departments such as public safety or emergency management.

· It was agreed that DDOT and University of Maryland staff would work together to determine the level of effort needed to establish the CapTOP – RITIS connection. Several committee members expressed the hope that establishing this connection would be feasible, would be covered under the existing signed Memorandum of Understanding for the MATOC Program, and could proceed.
· Mr. Li and the Committee discussed DDOT's new SpeedInfo public-private traffic speed detection and reporting system, which had been mentioned during this morning's press event in Washington on the annual Traffic Signals Report Card. Mr. Li agreed to email additional information on the project to Committee members. Mr. Meese asked committee members in general to provide him information on efforts such as these as it becomes available, so COG/TPB can be kept aware of major new or changed ITS implementations in the region.

· The Committee discussed the need to revisit the topic of regional traveler information and 511 services. The results of the previously completed regional traveler information study noted the technical feasibility of such a system, but noted that funding and institutional issues needed to be addressed. It was also noted that what is now the MATOC Steering Committee would be in the best position to facilitate implementation. Ms. McElwain noted the potential availability of unused federal ITS earmark funds toward this.
· Mr. Dey and Mr. Contestabile provided to Mr. Meese annual authorization packages on behalf of DDOT and MDOT to COG/TPB, ready for signatures. VDOT's similar package had been provided in July. Mr. Meese was to handle taking these through COG/TPB's internal process for signatures. Once completed, COG/TPB would proceed in getting the MATOC contractor on board. Mr. Meese agreed to send out a new email explaining the authorization and contracting process, because since a significant amount of time had passed since this was previously discussed with agency stakeholders.
· The Committee discussed potential schedule conflicts for the upcoming regularly scheduled MATOC Steering Committee meeting dates of November 13 and December 11. The Committee agreed to try to find alternate meeting dates via email.
