• Peak hour congestion delays are rising.

• Though teleworking is still present, people are still making trips during the peak 
periods (commuting and not).

• Future predictions reflect a controlled increase in congestion – rise from 23.2 
to 26.3 hours of excessive delay per capita (2026-2029).

• The CY2027 and CY2029 targets reflect a moderated trajectory that accounts 
for a similar pre-pandemic annual rate of change and evolving travel patterns 
through 2029.

Non-SOV Mode Share Draft Targets

• Meaningful behavioral shift post-COVID as 2022-2024 acceleration has moved 
    from 44.3% to 48.1%.

• Pre-COVID projections understated growth in percentage non-SOV mode share.

• Structural shift – predicted no longer short-term volatility.

• Future targets reflect moderated, realistic growth.

• Projections build from the 2024 ACS 5-year value (48.1%).
