· July 2010: Formation of the TPB’s RTPP Scoping Task Force, including members of the TPB, CAC, Access for All, and the Technical Committee

· July 2011: Approval of RTPP work scope, building on Regional Goals first identified in the TPB Vision and reaffirmed in Region Forward. The work scope outlined three main tasks:

· Reaffirm regional goals and agree upon performance measures to be used in identifying regional challenges and appropriate strategies

· Determine regional challenges and strategies to address them

· Develop regional priorities, both funded and unfunded
