Chain Bridge Monitoring Report- Mukhtar Ibrahim


Mr. Ibrahim will present preliminary results from a statistical analysis on water quality data collected at the Chain Bridge Monitoring station “PR01” on the Potomac River from 1983 to 2003.  A final report will be published later this summer.  COG has collected water-quality data and estimated constituent loads at Chain Bridge since 1983 through a jointly funded program by the COG regional jurisdictions and the State of Maryland.
