USGS Stream Gauge Update – Kernell Ries, USGS
The US Geological Survey (USGS) streamgage on the Potomac River at Shepherdstown West Virginia, will be officially shut down on March 31, 2005, due to lack of operating funds and recent damage.  The site has been in use since 1927.  USGS program requires a contribution of at least 50% of operating funds from outside sources to keep a gage operational.  USGS staff will provide an update on the gauges along the Potomac and their operational status.
