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Background / Executive Summary

Bike to Work Day (BTWD) has been held annually in the Washington metropolitan region for
over two decades and was originally started by the Washington Area Bicyclist Association
(WABA) with a rallying point or “pit stop” in downtown DC. In September 2000, The National
Capital Region Transportation Planning Board’s (TPB) Commuter Connections program, housed
at the Metropolitan Washington Council of Governments (COG), partnered with WABA to form a
regional Bike to Work Day Steering Committee to examine the feasibility of adding additional
Bike to Work Day pit stops throughout the region. In 2001, the expanded event created a
greater awareness of bicycling to work as a viable commuting alternative.

Since that first regional Bike to Work Day, annual registrations have grown exponentially over
the years. More than 12,700 participants registered for the May 15, 2025, event, which was
held on a Thursday for the first time ever, to accommodate for those who would typically
telework on Fridays and otherwise not participate. Each local pit stop offered free
refreshments, T-shirts, and other giveaways to cyclists. Many pit stops had additional activities
for bicyclists and are described later in this report.

Commuter Connections provided the following resources for Bike to Work Day 2025:

» Developed a comprehensive marketing effort that included a comprehensive paid
media campaign, printed materials such as posters and rack cards, and email
marketing to employers and previous participants. Vinyl banner artwork template was
also created.

» Updated and maintained the official event web site and social media accounts.

» 18,000 free T-shirts for all registered participants.

Additional outreach for Bike to Work Day 2025 included:

Promoting the event through WABA’s membership.

Local marketing efforts by the pit stop managers.

An earned media campaign to pitch news outlets and like-minded organizations through
COG’s Office of Communications and WABA.

Bicycles donated for the regional raffle from BicycleSPACE, Bikes@Vienna, and Handy
Bikes.

Since 2000, the COG/TPB’s Commuter Connections program has worked to increase
awareness of bicycling to work as a viable commuting option by joining with WABA in their
efforts to promote and coordinate the region’s annual Bike to Work Day event. Although
bicycling to work accounts for a small percentage of the overall regional commute mode split,
the two-wheeled commute helps reduce traffic congestion, improves air quality, and provides a
healthy travel alternative for commuters who choose to use it as a sustainable means of
transportation to and from work.

DC NE Anacostia Riverwalk Trail
